One Life Racing - Code of conduct for club officials, coaches and volunteers
The essence of good ethical conduct and practice is summarised below. All officials, coaches and volunteers must:

· Consider the well-being and safety of participants before the development of performance.

· Develop an appropriate working relationship with performers, based on mutual trust and respect.

· Make sure all activities are appropriate to the age, ability and experience of those taking part

· Promote the positive aspects of the sport (e.g. fair play)

· Display consistently high standards of behaviour and appearance

· Follow all guidelines laid down by the national governing body and the club

· Hold the appropriate, valid qualifications and insurance cover

· Never exert undue influence over performers to obtain personal benefit or reward

· Never condone rule violations, rough play or the use of prohibitive substances

One Life Racing - Code of Conduct for parents & guardians

· Encourage your child to learn the rules and play within them.

· Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials.

· Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.

· Never force your child to take part in sport.

· Set a good example by recognising fair play and applauding the good performances of all.

· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.

· Publicly accept officials’ judgements.

· Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.

· Use correct and proper language at all times.

Behavior & Personal Conduct

· Behavior and personal conduct must at all times be of a high standard and designed to reflect favorably on the sport. Any other behavior is totally unacceptable. In attitude be serious, pleasant and well-mannered.

· Treat all players with respect and courtesy.

· Win or loose graciously, accepting your victory or defeat with dignity.

· Time wasting, off-putting tactics are unacceptable.

· To prevent confusion make sure that you know and understand the rules of Triathlon.

· Should you be faulted by an official always ask politely for the reason why.

· Language in public or relevant group situations must always be appropriate and socially acceptable.
· Alcohol is forbidden for competitors under age as defined by law. Alcohol should not be consumed whilst on route, prior to or during a competition of any description.

Performance enhancing drugs
· British Triathlon retains a list of banned drugs. Use of drugs on this list is prohibited.

· Illegal drugs and substances. The use of these even though they may not appear on the official banned list in respect of enhancing performance drugs is nonetheless prohibited.

Sanctions

· Breaches of the Code of Conduct shall be dealt with, in the first instance by the appropriate League / county association. Depending on the seriousness of the breach, the incident may be reported to British Triathlon who may take further action. 
· Except that breaches under Performance Enhancing Drugs and Illegal Drugs and Substances and any conduct alleged to have brought the sport into disrepute shall be notified directly to British Triathlon which is responsible for initiating disciplinary proceedings under relevant British Triathlon Rules.
